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Pictures from iPhoto:

Click on your Media tab.  Choose Photos.  Go to the folder you want, open it, hold the apple key down and click on all the photos you wish to insert. Click, hold, and drag all of your pictures down into the clip viewer.
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[image: image6..pict]While on the Media tab, click on Audio.  Choose a song or a sound effect that you like.  Click on the Place at Playhead button and it will import it where your playhead is.  You will now be in the Timeline viewer where you can see your audio.  
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You can adjust the volume of your audio or clip by selecting it and putting a value of the sound you want in the Clip volume area.


Titles: Click on your Editing tab.  Click on Titles.  Choose a title that you like. Type in your title.  Choose the font, size and length of the title.  The Preview will play on the screen. If you like it, click, hold, and drag the box of your title choice into the Clips viewer where you would like it. 

Transitions:  While on your Editing tab, click on Transitions.  Choose the one you like.  The Preview will show on the screen.  Be careful of the length you choose because transitions cut into your clip times.

Clips:  If you have a digital video camera, you can import video.  Click on the Clips tab.  Change from editing to importing. 

Make sure your camera is connected to your computer.  Play your tape through the screen with the buttons under the screen.  Import the pieces you like.  They will automatically go into your clips pane and you can drag them wherever you want them when done.
