Students may also bring a
Juice from home, but milk is available for purchase for .30 per day. They may
also bring a second snack to take with them at the 10 minute outside reces during
the morning.

Please send lunch, breakfast and milk money in an envelope on the first day
of school for that week. Make sure your child’s name is on the envelope, also tell
me which account to place the money in ($ lunch, $ breakfast, $ milk). This
makes it easier for me and the office. All prices for lunch/breakfast/milk are
found in the student handbook.

Just a reminder we are a peanut-free school. Please do not send any peanut
butter snacks or any other snack that may contain nuts. I thank you in advance
for respecting this.
