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Course Overview

In order to facilitate fluency, French is used in the classroom at about 40 – 50% of the time by both the teacher and the students. To meet the goals and objectives of the course, the following four skills are emphasized- listening, reading, writing and speaking. Conversation is generated through discussions of current events, every-day life experiences, reading selections. Students use the writing processes and strategies for writing short dialogues / skits, journals, etc… and they will explore literary works such as short stories, magazines, and newspapers. Students will also have a grammatical understanding of the language. Listening skills will be taught through use of videos, current events, dialogues etc…

Course Objectives and student Activities:


Students will write with accuracy and ease. They improve their writing skills by writing French weekly / monthly journal entries on a variety of topics. These papers are evaluated for content, organization, grammatical accuracy, and vocabulary. Over the course of several months students’ writing improves a great deal.


Students improve their reading comprehension skills by considerable practice in reading and through reading comprehension checks and exercises. The reading material is discussed in depth in class and role-played when appropriate. Students share their opinions of reading material and relate the material to their own experiences.


Speaking assignments include skits and dialogues written by students, an explanation of how to do something in several steps; assigned topics related to the school, their personal experiences and current events, or reading material. Students acquire vocabulary over the course of the year, which enhances their fluency. Speaking on a daily basis raises their level of confidence and improves their listening skills.
