Course Objectives:

· To help students develop linguistic proficiency and cultural sensitivity.
· To accommodate all students by appealing to a variety of learning styles.
· To present relevant content in manageable increments to encourage students to attain functional objectives.
· To provide students with the tools and the confidence to express themselves in this second language.
Introduction:

This course is designed to help you learn French and become familiar with the cultures of people who speak French. It is intended for students with little or no background in French and is designed to make the study of the French language stimulating and interactive; infused with enthusiasm, real-life experiences, and vigor. Each class session will provide you with concepts in French and strategies for learning this second language.  Students will be exposed to presentations and practice of functional expressions, vocabulary, and grammar structures through technology, audiovisual materials, and additional resources, which are integrated throughout chapters 1-6 in text entitled, Allez, Viens!  Level 1. Each chapter will provide students the opportunity to learn and practice functional expressions, supported by material in the vocabulaire, grammaire, note de grammaire, and culture. Classes will begin with a “Classroom Opener” designed for students to practice oral conversation in French (10 minutes) with an assigned partner.  In addition, students will be provided with ample opportunities to practice pronunciation, oral reading, idiomatic expressions, music and song, combined with basic teachings of our Acadian history and heritage. Students will also be provided with many opportunities to practice pronunciation, oral reading, idiomatic expressions, music and song using Internet resources such as:

Grammar: Using le with the days of the week; the verb aller and aller + infinitive; Contractions with à; the verb vouloir; Information questions

Vocabulary: Places to go; Things to do

Culture: Going out; Dating in France; Conversational time

Re-Entry: Expressing likes and dislikes; Days of the week; Making, accepting, and turning down suggestions; Sports and hobbies; L’heure officielle

Methods of Instruction:

In helping students develop linguistic proficiency and cultural sensitivity many teaching strategies will be incorporated with the focus on student-centered approaches that calls for the teacher to facilitate, while calling upon students to take a more active role in their learning, along with taking into account individual student learning abilities and styles.
