  Course Objectives:  

· To assist students in making the transition from intermediate to upper-division course work through reading, writing, and cultural study.

· To serve as a stepping-stone (the first of a two year sequence) to prepare students for the College Board AP French Exam which will be taken towards the end of the AP French year.

· To review, practice, and refine essential language structures leading to the mastery level of French Grammar required for AP French Language.

· To increase French speaking fluency, including gaining accuracy in structure and syntax, using a rich vocabulary and appropriate pronunciation, by providing students with a setting that is more relaxed, yet a more controlled.

Introduction:

This course is an intermediate program created to provide students with an opportunity to use their language skills in a highly functional way and to bridge the gap between intermediate and the AP French Program.  The course is taught entirely in French, providing students with instructions focusing on high frequency functions centered on the different communicative uses, such as expressing opinions and persuading. The aim 

of classroom instruction and drills will be essential to students’ progress in fluency and communicative competence. However, each individual student will also be encouraged to work by himself or herself and at his or her own pace, through the use of varied instructional media designed to assist in the mastery of French grammar, and building their knowledge base in content areas of the language; i.e., culture, history, literature, of France and other francophone regions around the world.
